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I. Performance Objectives (Learning Outcomes)

A. The kindergarten students will label the different types of teeth by doing a diagram activity.

II. Instructional Materials

III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)

A. Prerequisite skills

1. Background Knowledge on Teeth
B. Key Vocabulary

1. Teeth: hard bone-like structures in the mouth that are used for biting or chewing
2. Incisors: shovel shaped teeth at the front of the mouth. There are four on the top and four on the bottom. These are used for cutting and biting. 
3. Canines: These teeth are found right next to the incisors. They are more pointed than other teeth and are used for ripping or tearing. 
4. Molars: type of tooth found in the back of the mouth. They have a large flat surface and are bigger/stronger than teeth in the front. Used for chewing, crushing, and grinding.
C. Big Idea

1. There are three different types of teeth and all have a different job

IV. Implementation

A. Introduction

1. The teacher will gather all students in the back of the room.

2. The teacher will say to the students, “today we are going to start our new unit. I am going to read you a story and when it is over I want you to tell me what you think we are going to learn about.”

3. The teacher will read the story “Moose’s Loose Tooth” 

B. Development

1. The teacher will ask the students what they think the unit is about.

2. Using the WBT method “teach-okay” the teacher will have the students tell their neighbor that “our new unit is on teeth.”

3. The teacher will dismiss students back to their seats by saying “seats seats seats.”

4. The teacher will then say, “let’s talk about your teeth! How many do you think you have right now?” and take predictions from students. Students will write their predictions on a sticky note to be placed in the corner of their desk.

5. The teacher will tell the students that they have 20 teeth and they are called their baby teeth.

6. Using the WBT method “teach-okay” the teacher will have the students tell each other that they have 20 baby teeth.

7. The teacher will ask the students if all teeth are the same. If students say no the teacher will ask “how are they different?” 

8. The teacher will then say to the students, “all of our teeth have a different job” and introduce the poem “Tooth Types”

9. The teacher will then say, “since there are three jobs that our teeth have to do there are three different kinds of teeth”

10. Using the WBT method “teach-okay” the teacher will have the students tell their milk and cookie partner, “we have three types of teeth.”

11. The teacher will hand a blank diagram of the mouth to the students and load “Types of Teeth” on the computer.

12. The teacher will say, “lets take a look at the three different types of teeth.”

13. The teacher will instruct the students to cut out one type of tooth at a time. With each type of tooth the teacher will…

a. Have the students glue it in the right spot.

b. Have the students describe the teeth

c. Tell the students the name of the tooth

d. Have the students whisper the name of the tooth to their neighbor

14. The teacher will then ask the students, “What are the three different types of teeth?”

15. The teacher will use the WBT method “teach-okay” and have the students tell their milk and cookie partner the three different types of teeth.

16. The teacher will then have the students fill in the other side of the diagram by themselves.

C. Closure:

1. The teacher will do a thumbs up/thumbs down activity to review.

i. All teeth are the same?

ii. Some teeth are pointy?

D. Accommodations/Differentiation

1. Preferential seating will be given to two students during the lesson.

2. While the students are working the teacher will provide one-on-one assistance to students who need extra support.

E. Assessment/Evaluation Plan

1. Formative:

a. The students will complete a diagram where they have to cut and paste the right tooth in the right section of the mouth. The teacher will mark down whether or not the students were able to complete the task on a checklist.
