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I. Performance Objectives (Learning Outcomes)

A. The kindergarten students will construct a tooth by doing a tooth parts craft activity.
B. The kindergarten students will label the parts of a tooth by doing a tooth parts craft activity.
II. Instructional Materials

· “What If You Had Animal Teeth” by Sandra Markle

· Labels for tooth parts craft

· 21 pieces of construction paper. (half of the paper red the other half pink; hamburger style)

· Assorted parts of the tooth cut out

· Red and blue crayons

· Glue
· Checklist
III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)

A. Pre-requisite skills

1. Know the different types of teeth

B. Key Vocabulary

1. Dentin: Layer underneath the enamel. Makes up the bulk of the tooth.

2. Enamel: Smooth, shiny, outer layer of the tooth. It is the hardest material in the body which makes it good for chewing food. Gives teeth the white color.

3. Nerves/Veins: 

4. Root: Part of the tooth below the gum. 

5. Pulp: living part of the tooth. 

6. Crown: Part of the tooth above the gum.

7. Gum

C. Big Idea

1. A tooth has many different parts.

IV. Implementation

A. Introduction

1. The teacher will gather students in carpet area in the back of the room.

2. The teacher will introduce the book “What if you had animal teeth?” by Sandra Markle

3. The teacher will read the story to the students but before he/she begins will say to the students, “while I read the story I want you to pay attention to the different jobs the animal teeth do.”

B. Development

1. The teacher will ask the students, “what types of jobs do the different animal teeth do?”

2. The teacher will say to the students, “Yesterday we learned some jobs of our teeth. Can anyone tell me some of them?” 

3. Using the WBT method “teach-okay,” the teacher will have the students tell their neighbor different jobs of our teeth.

4. The teacher will ask the students, “are our teeth hard or soft?”

5. The teacher will have the students whisper to their neighbor, “our teeth are hard.”

6. The teacher will ask the students, “Our teeth and animal teeth do some pretty tough jobs. Do you think they would be able to do their jobs, if they were soft?

7. The teacher will introduce today’s topic of parts of the teeth.

8. The teacher will have students tip toe back to their seats.
9. The teacher will do a tooth parts craft with the students. The students will build a tooth with the students by layering on the different parts, while doing so the teacher will review names and give a brief description.
10. After all parts are in place the teacher will guide students in labeling each part through whole group discussions and turn and talks.
C. Closure

1. The teacher will show an apple to the students and tell them to pretend that it is one of their teeth.

2. The teacher will cut a small hole in the tooth.

3. The teacher will ask students…

a. Can we get holes in our teeth?

b. What do you think would happen if we had a hole in our tooth? 

D. Accommodations/Differentiation

1. Preferential seating will be provided to two students during the lesson.

E. Assessment/Evaluation Plan

1. Formative

a. The students will build a tooth by doing the “Parts of a Tooth craftivity.” Using a checklist the teacher will mark down if the students were able to place each part in the correct spot.

b. The students will label the tooth they made during the “Parts of a Tooth craftivity.” The teacher will discuss with and observe students as they complete this task. Using a checklist the teacher will mark down if the students were able to label the tooth correctly.
