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I. Performance Objectives (Learning Outcomes)

A. The kindergarten students will make predictions about tooth decay by completing the first part of the healthy teeth experiment.
B. The kindergarten students will express their knowledge of teeth and tooth decay by participating in a thumbs up thumbs down activity.
II. Instructional Materials

· “Hippo’s Tooth Surprise!” by Marjorie Dennis Murray

· Apple (has hole already in it)

· Styrofoam cup with a tooth drawn on the side

· Squeeze bottle of white Karo syrup

· Colored sugar sprinkles

· Acetone

· Dropper

· Tooth Decay Experiment story

· Pencils

· Healthy Teeth Experiment observation sheet
· Checklist
III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)

A. Pre-requisite skills

1. Ability to phonetically spell

2. Background knowledge of sugary foods

B. Key Vocabulary

1.  Tooth Decay: the breaking down of a tooth that is not being taken care of.
2. Cavity: a hole in a tooth that can grow bigger over time.
3. Baby Teeth: the first set of teeth in our mouth that begin to fall out around the ages of 5 and 6. There are a total of 20.
4. Permanent or Adult Teeth: set of teeth that grow in after you lose your baby teeth. They stay with you for the rest of your life, as long as they are properly cared for. There are a total of 32. 
C. Big Idea

1. Not taking care of our teeth results in tooth decay

IV. Implementation

A. Introduction

1. The teacher will gather students in the carpet area located at the back of the room.

2. The teacher will introduce the story Hippo’s Tooth Surprise” by Marjorie Dennis Murray

3. The teacher will read the story to the students but before he/she begins tell the students to really pay attention to the order things happen in, in the story.

B. Development

1. The teacher will hold a book discussion with the students. He/she will address these questions…

a. What problem did Hippo have?

b. Why did his tooth hurt?

c. What solved the problem?

2. The teacher will then ask the students, “What type of teeth did we say you have right now?”

3. The teacher will ask the students to raise their hands if they have ever lost a baby tooth.

4. The teacher will then ask the students…

a. Is it ok to lose a baby tooth?

b. What happens when we lose a baby tooth?

5. The teacher will then say to the students the new teeth are called permanent teeth.

6. Using the WBT method “teach-okay” the teacher will have the students teach their neighbor that the new teeth are called permanent teeth.”

7. The teacher will ask the students, “Does anybody know if we can lose our permanent teeth? And if so “do we grow a new teeth”

8. The teacher will then say, “Since our permanent teeth don’t grow back, we need to take good care of them.” 

9. The teacher will ask students what they think will happen if we don’t take care of our teeth?

10. The teacher will say, “let’s find out.” And send students back to their seats.

11. The teacher will display the Styrofoam cup and tell students that he/she is going to read them a story about tooth decay.

12. The teacher will read the story and add ingredients on top of the cup as listed in the story.

13. The students will observe the cup.

14. The teacher will ask students to share what happened to the cup.

15. The teacher will explain that the hole that formed is called a cavity.

16. The teacher will ask the students if they remember the apple from yesterday.

17. The teacher will say, “Lets check our predictions and see what happens when there is a hole in a tooth.”

18. The teacher will cut the apple open and explain that when we take care of our teeth and we get a cavity, it can rot our whole tooth!

19. The teacher will have the students whisper to their neighbor, “when we don’t take care of our teeth they can rot!”

20. The teacher will say to the students, “now that we know how a tooth decays, lets predict how different drinks will effect our teeth.

21. The teacher will put an egg in milk, an egg in soda, and an egg in water.

22. The teacher will make predictions with the students as to what will happen.

C. Closure

1. The teacher will do thumbs up, thumbs down activity to recap. Statements will include…

a. A new tooth will come in when we lose a baby tooth

b. Not taking care of our teeth causes cavities

D. Accommodations/Differentiation

1. Preferential seating will be given to two students during the lesson.

E. Assessment/Evaluation Plan

1. Formative

a. The students will make predictions about how different drinks will affect our teeth (the eggs). The teacher will mark down on a checklist if the students have completed the task.
b. The teacher will do a thumbs up/thumbs down activity with the students to review. The teacher will use a checklist to mark down if students were able to correctly respond to the statements.
