I. Performance Objectives (Learning Outcomes)

A. The kindergarten students will describe a dentist and their role by completing a “Can, Have, Are” sheet.

B. The kindergarten students will illustrate a trip to the dentist by completing a sequencing activity.

II. Instructional Materials

· Dental Mask

· Gloves

· Goggles

· “Going to the Dentist” Usborne First Experiences

· “Can, Have, Are” charts

· Dentist Sequencing sheets
· Crayons

· Glue

III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)

A. Prerequisite skills

1. Knowledge of tooth decay

2. Knowledge about ways you can care for your teeth

B. Key Vocabulary

1. Dentist: a person who checks to make sure your teeth are healthy. If they are unhealthy they can help to make them better. 

2. Dental Nurse/Hygenist: assists or helps the dentist clean your teeth.

C. Big Idea

1. A dentist is a doctor for your teeth and can help you keep your teeth healthy

IV. Implementation

A. Introduction


1. The teacher will gather students in the carpet area in the back of the room.

2. The teacher will sit in front of the students wearing accessories a dentist would.

a. Safety goggles

b. Gloves

c. Mask

3. The teacher will ask the students, “who do you think I am”

B. Development

1. The teacher will review sequencing of tooth brushing with the students. 

2. The teacher will discuss with the students what they already know about the dentist.

3. The teacher will introduce the book “Going to the Dentist.”

4. The teacher will begin to read the book to the students.

5. The teacher will read up to the line, “The dentist is very busy” and talk about the dental secretary.

a. The teacher will introduce the secretary.

b. The students will whisper to their neighbor, “the first person you see is the dental secretary.”

6. The teacher will read up to the line, “Jake and Jessie meet the dental nurse” and the teacher talk about him/her.

a. The teacher will tell the students another name for a dental nurse is a hygenist.

b. Using the WBT method “teach-okay” the students will tell each other the other name for a dental nurse, a hygenist.

c. The teacher will explain that the dental nurse or hygenist helps the dentist clean your teeth.

d. The students will whisper to their neighbor, “a dental hygenist helps the dentist clean your teeth.”

7. The teacher will read up to the line, “he finds a small hole in one of them” and ask the students what the hole is called.

8. The students will whisper to their neighbor, “Jake has a cavity”

9. The teacher will read up to the line, “Now Jake will not get a tooth ache” and discuss what a filling is. 

10. The teacher will read up to the line, “the children learn how to look after their teeth” and the teacher will ask the students, “what ways do we know to take care of our teeth?”

11. The teacher will read to the end of the story.

12. The teacher will ask the students “how often should you go to the dentist?”

13. Using the WBT method, “teach-okay” the students will tell each other “I should go to the dentist every 6 months”

14. The students will go back to their seats.

15. The teacher will guide students in completing the “Dentists Can, Have, Are” worksheet.

C. Closure:

1. The students will cut out, sequence, and color a trip to the dentist.

2. The teacher will review the sequencing activity with the students. 

D. Accommodations/Differentiation-

1. Two students will be given preferential seating during the lesson.

E. Assessment/Evaluation plan

1. Formative

a. The students will complete a “Can, Have, Are” worksheet about the dentist. Using a checklist the teacher will mark down if the students listed one fact in each column.

b. The students will complete a sequencing activity where they arrange the order of events at the dentist. Using a checklist the teacher will mark down if the students were able to put the steps in the right order.
