III. Subject Matter/ Content (prerequisite skills, key vocabulary, big idea)

A. Pre-requisite skills

1. Knowledge of the dentist

2. Knowledge of tooth decay

3. Knows the difference between healthy and unhealthy foods for our teeth.

4. Knowledge of good oral hygiene practices.
B. Key Vocabulary
1. Brushing: cleaning of teeth with tooth paste and tooth brush.
2. Cavity: a hole in a tooth that can grow bigger over time.
3. Dentist: a person who checks to make sure your teeth are healthy. If they are unhealthy they will help to make them better. 
4. Fluoride: substance found in toothpaste that keeps teeth strong and healthy.
C. Big Idea

1. Knowledge about dental hygiene helps students understand the purpose of healthy life choices and prepares them to make choices about their health and life style. 
IV. Implementation

A. Introduction

1. The teacher will gather students in the front of the room.

2. The teacher will introduce the Colgate movie “Legend of Tooth Kingdom”

3. The teacher will tell the students to pay attention to the details as they will be answering questions about it later on. 

4. The teacher will play the movie.
B. Development

1. The teacher will hold a brief discussion of the movie with the students. Students will think, pair, and share answers with their neighbors as well as provide whole group responses. 

a. What happened?

i. What tools did they use to get rid of the plaque?

ii. What was the job of the rabbits helping them?

iii. What did the plaque try to distract or trap the kids with on their journey?

b. Review Key terms

2. The teacher will have students return to their seats.

3. The teacher will have group leaders go and get offices for everyone at the table.

4. The teacher will pass out the summative assessment.

5. The teacher will guide students through the summative assessment by reading the directions. 

6. The teacher will collect summative assessment.

7. The teacher will have students come and pick a super hero mask.

8. The students will decorate their mask.

9. On a sentence strip the students will write their superpower for protecting teeth.

a. “I protect my teeth by…”
C. Closure

1. The teacher will have students come to the front of the room, while wearing their masks, to present their superpower. 
D. Accommodations/Differentiation

1. Preferential seating will be provided to two students during the lesson.

E. Assessment/Evaluation Plan

1. Formative

a. During the discussion students will provide answers to the questions and think, pair, and share with their neighbors. During this time the teacher will informally observe students. 
2. Summative

a. Students will complete the summative assessment for the unit. The assessment is composed of six questions. Five of these questions are select the best response and one of them is a sequencing activity. The teacher will grade student responses and evaluate students based on set criteria.
